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NEW EPA RENOVATION, REPAIR AND PAINTING RULE 

The U.S. Environmental Protectioin Agency (EPA) published its Renovation, Repair and Painting Rule (40 CFR 745.80 through 745.9l) in the Federal Register on April 22, 2008.  This new Rule is the lst major initiative to come out of the Federal Lead-Based Paint Hazard Reduction Act of l992, also known as Title X.

When Does The Rule Take Effect?

The Rule, which was promulgated under the authority of Section 402 ( c ) (3) of the Toxic Substances Control Act, became fully effective on April 22, 2010.  It applies to all renovations performed for compensation in pre-1978 target housing and in child-occupied facilities, and requires owners and occumpants of these housing units and facilities to receive information on lead-based paint hazards before renovations can begin.

The intent of the Rule is to do no harm during renovation, repair and painting projects, not to abate preexisting lead paint hazards.

These new workplace rules apply to renovation and construction projects that disturb more than six feet of painted surface area of a given room (including closets) of a home or building built before l978.

Contracting companies must apply to EPA to become Certified Firms in order to perform the types of renovations in the buildings described above.   A contractor may become certified by taking an EPA-approved 8 hour training course or apply directly to EPA.  PHCC Texas is offering the 8 hour courses at $225 to member companies.  For information, call PHCC Texas at (800) 83l-93l3 (ext 204).   The EPA application fee is $300 and the certification is good for 5 years.   (www.epa.gov/lead.) Each Certified Firm must have at least one individual who has completed an eight hour training course consisting of 6 hours online and 2 hours of hands on training in order to be a Certified Renovator.

Certified renovators are responsible for ensuring compliance with the rule and training and overseeing other employees in the workplace activities and compliance.

Contractors will be required to educate building owners and occupants, set up project areas for lead safe work practices, avoid prohibited work place activities, adequately remove waste and debris and verify the clean up. 

The rule allows a homeowner or building owner to sign a waiver releasing the contractor from the requirements of the rule.  It also exempts homeowners from complying on do-it-yourself projects.
